 The member may purchase or make the accessory(s) such as a hat, shoes, scarf, head band, 

purse, backpack, apron; and then using arts/crafts techniques, embellish to taste. The 
accessory then should be coordinated with an outfit that will be modeled in the Fashion 
Revue.  

 This category focuses on creative techniques and workmanship. 
 Accessories Note.  Accessories are not considered a garment but they are to be modeled 

in the Fashion Revue. They will not compete for County Awards. If the member does 
not want to take part in the Fashion Review they should enter their accessory in the 
Still Category. 

 
Eligibility: 

Embellished Wearable ACCESSORIES is open to all 4-H members. A member needs not be 
enrolled in the Clothing and Textiles project. The only requirement is that one be a 4-H 
member and be interested in creating a unique accessory to go with an outfit. Decorated 
items must be age/skill level appropriate.

Each participant must submit one copy of the Embellished Wearable ACCESSORIES entry 
form and a written commentary. (Sample included in packet.) Send your completed entry 
forms by the deadline to the Ukiah 4-H Office, 890 N. Bush Street, Ukiah, CA 95482.

Ribbons will be awarded to participants. NO awards for county winner or alternate winner 
will be awarded in this category.
